told the audience.  òThis was my 

dead end.  I had no solutions.  

No where to go.ó 

òI found myself holding a few 

brochures.  Some were options 

of termination.  Then I came to 

one that said ôNew Generation 

shelter for women and children.õ  

I knew I had to go there.ó 

Shawna shared  that she is a 

recovering addict who had no 

love or respect for herself.  òThe 

staff has guided me to finding 

that love.  They are my true 

north pointing me in the right 

direction.ó 

After her sonõs birth Shawna 

asked herself òWhat now?  Who 

is Shawna? New Gen has given 

me the confidence I need to do 

whatever I want.  I discovered I 

want a career.  I want to help 

others.   So against all odds, I am 

attending college.ó

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Dear friends,  

I sit here wondering 

if I should simply 

give you the recent 

updates, and tell you 

how well things are 

goingéyou know ôthe usualõ. Instead, I let 

feelings deepen inside me and decide to 

share a couple of ôthemesõ related to our 

work at New Generation.  

The first is courage. The staff comes to 

work courageous and ready to face the 

uncertainty of the day. It is a residentõs 

courage that allows her to make the call to 

New Generation, to follow through with the 

interview and be ôseenõ. Can you imagine? 

I mean, in a job interview, most of us are 

very insecure, even when we know that 

our skills are worthy, our desire is strong 

and we are hopeful for the employment 

opportunity. Can you really imagine being 

pregnant and without shelter, food, or 

money?  

Another theme is action. Once a resident 

knows she has a warm bed that is hers, and 

plenty of food to eat, she notices that staff is 

friendly and helpful. Now she and staff 

create an action plan to accomplish the 

many tasks before her. Our dedicated staff 

is in action mode on a 24 hour basis. Often 

in the middle of the night, a new mother 

fears that her baby is sick and staff trans-

ports both to the hospital. Volunteers also 

act to share their skills, time and re-

sources. Just this weekend, I hosted a party 

for our intern, now staff member, Courtney 

at my home. In order for the staff to attend, 

a volunteer jumped in to stay at the shelter, 

see what I mean? 

The world is a good place. It is good to be 

seen, even when you feel scared and 

alone. At New Generation, we create a 

safe, friendly environment where residents 

and their babies realize that they are cared 

for. Your support enables us to take each 

day and turn it into a ôjob interview and 

being hiredõ, ôa successful GED comple-

tionõ, ôa healthy birthõ, and ôlearning how to 

be a great momõ. See, I slipped in some of 

the facts in that last sentence. We have 

moms with jobs, going to college, receiv-

ing their GED certificates as well as learn-

ing to drive, change diapers, and soothe a 

crying baby.  

So I leave you with this thought that I often 

share with each resident: Give yourself the 

time to trust in life as you take the steps 

towards something better and watch the 

fear slip away. Oh yeah, I also usually tell 

them that we (the staff) have their backs 

(because you all know that we donõt do

I 

spent my time allowing these women to 

teach me and in turn, educating myself so 

that I may serve them best.  

I am now very excited to enter into a new 

position as Whole Health Outreach Coordi-

nator and empower these woman through 

education so that they know the choices 

afforded to them and their children. It is 

exciting to be involved in a program that 

cares for each woman entirely. Amazing 

possibilities open unto a person when they 

no longer fear for housing their child or 

feeding themselves and their unborn baby. 

Education is one of those possibilities that 

New Generation provides.  

Each woman will enter our program and 

learn about their growing baby, their body 

and ways to keep it healthy, and nutrition 

and the immense role it will play in their 

whole body health and other facets of in-

fant development and safety. My goal 

within this program is that each woman will 

build a life of their own, with the education 

and strength to make that life safe and ful-

filling for their children.  

Some incredible woman will be leaving 

New Generation this month, beginning 

lives of their own, and with each of them, I 

S.W. came to New Generation in January 

when she was two months pregnant. Hav-

ing a learning disability, S.W. had dropped 

out of high school, been in an abusive rela-

tionship and had no plans for her future.   

After becoming pregnant and arriving at 

New Gen, she realized how important it is 

to have a high school diploma.  òI donõt 

want my baby to have a high -school drop -

out for a mother.  I donõt want to be that 

loser,ó stated S.W.   

Seeing how determined she was, New Gen 

quickly enrolled her in GED classes and 

provided transportation and support as she 

completed the program in three months.  

òI plan to go to NHTI next spring and study 

Criminal Justice.  I would like to one day 

be a human rights advocate.ó  

With S.W.õs determination and New Genõs 

support, we have no doubt she will reach 

her education and personal goals.
